In 2006 he founded
the group “Giuliana Soscia & Pino Jodice Quartet” and began an intense international
concert activity. She was the first accordionist to join the prestigious Jazz Festival Lucca.

Pino Jodice was born in Naples and graduated in piano in 1987. He held as teacher
at the “Santa Cecilia” Conservatory of Music in Rome, at the “G. Martucci” in
Salerno and at the “C. G. Da Venosa” in Potenza, Italy. He is currently Professor of
Jazz Composition at the Conservatory of Music “D.Cimarosa” in Avellino. Founder
and Director of “Power Jazz Unusual Orchestra” He won several international
competitions for jazz orchestra composition and arrangement, such as “Barga
Jazz 2000 “Writing in Jazz 20007 the International Composition Competition for
Symphonic Orchestra “2 Agosto 2001, “Castel dei Mondi-Andria” in 2002, “Barga jazz
20027 “Writing in 2004 jazz’; “Jazz arrangers 2006” (Piacenza), “ArtEZ Composition
Contest 2012" (Netherland), etc. He was awarded the “Positano Jazz Prize” as best
new ltalian talent in 2002 and “Palazzo Valentini Jazz Prize” in 2002.

Giuliana Soscia & Pino Jodice, besides receiving prominent appreciation both from
the public and international critic, are engaged in an intense concert activity in the
most important Jazz festivals and music festivals.
